Week, HalloWeek, Culture Fest, Block Party and others

* Manage the VP Campus Life Team as well as the Orientation Team which includes
UTMSU Orientation Coordinator(s) and other members of the committee

e Assume the initiatives and responsibilities developed by the incoming elected
UTMSU executives that fall under the VP Campus Life portfolio, including running a
deficit- free UTMSU Orientation and working towards the development of the UTM
Student Centre.
